What does the name "Kiwanis" mean? The name
"Kiwanis" was coined from an expression in an
American Indian language of the Detroit area,

Nunc Keewanis, which means, "we trade" or "we

have a good time."

How many Kiwanis clubs/members are there?
There are more than 8,400 Kiwanis clubs with
nearly 280,000 members in 96 nations and
geographic areas.

What are Kiwanians? Kiwanians are men and
women from all walks of life, united in their
commitment to serving children and their
communities worldwide.

How much does Kiwanis membership cost? The
cost is a $35 initiation fee, and $125 quarterly
dues cover all meals and club operating expenses.

Service to the High Point

Chartered on May 20, 1920, the club was
instrumental in the establishment of the city’s
Parks & Recreation Dept., the YMCA, High Point
University, and the Empty Stocking fund - now
called the Christmas Cheer Fund.
